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Petition to the UN 1503 Committee: In the Name Of Our Children
In 1948 the member states of the United Nations passed the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) which recognised rights based on equal treatment for all. The next generation of rights was based on age which conferred special rights: protection for children (DRC, 1959). Upon the advent of the first gender based international human right’s instrument known as the Convention on the Political Rights of Women (1952), closely followed by DEDAW (1967) leading onto CEDAW in 1979, a development in the Human Rights arena occurred in that the only criteria requiring eligibility to these rights are gender. Women were afforded special rights contrary to UDHR, limiting the freedom and rights of the opposite sex.  In the case of children this would imply that female children would be similarly advantaged while a male child is disadvantaged by birth. Women in the third world need help but in the West it has become an instrument of
destruction of families/children.

In the UK, Lord Laming at a Public Inquiry said, "the professionals involved were ready to accept the excuses of the primary carer and abuser" - and - "too often it seemed that too much time was spent deferring to the needs of the mother and not enough time was spent on protecting vulnerable and defenseless children".

Industrial nation’s government social policies actively support the disfranchisement of families and extended families and active encouragement of the breakdown of the family unit. As a consequence of this increased demand and reliance on the governmental organs that has subsequently developed, an analogous increase in the degree of control and influence the government has over the general population has taken place. In reality, a case of Big Brother not just watching but controlling you!  I/we the undersigned call on the 1503 Committee to investigate this systematic destruction of the rights of children and families by states and government agencies throughout the industrialised world.
